They weren’t kidding when they named this book. It is BIG! I've only had a chance to look through
the various projects; but each one is better than the last. And | want to make every one! If you love

to quilt and need a stash-busting book, this book is it.

The person | got this book for was very pleased with it. It is a large, thick, and heavy book with many
colored pictures, and good directions (I am told) so, well worth the money. Soft cover is durable

looking, and seems coated with something to make it so.

This is a book of scrappy quilts; unfortunately, the authors used the same size pieces of scraps for
every quilt! Yes, it is convenient to cut your scraps the same size so you will know that your scraps
can be used. On the other hand, this doesn’t allow for much variety. The BIG book repeats the

same patterns with different fabrics, or with different placements, or different borders; but basically

there is only about 4 different patterns, repeated over and over.
